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SEEd News

1. Future of Sustainable Schools?

It has been an interesting summer so far since the election in June. SEEd has been
working to help with the transition to whatever form sustainable schools will take in the
future. Our message has been that this has always been a partnership, and in fact most of
the sustainable schools work was conducted initially by NGOs until 4 years ago. What we
can tell you is that, in line with all his policies, Michael Gove does not want a sustainable
schools strategy or the DfE to have its own sustainable development plans. Energy
efficiencies are still important but as well all know sustainability is so much more than
energy efficiencies!

Letters have been written and campaigns are being established. However at this point it is
not clear what will stay and what will go. We already know that money would have been
cut anyway, and we know that the regional networks from the government offices will
probably all go (a decision has already been made about GOL). However most of the
regional networks are going to try to continue. If SEEd can help in anyway with secretariat
services, or organising meetings across the networks, please let us know. These networks
have had a major impact in promoting sustainability in schools.

It isn’t clear yet what is happening with all the resources on teachernet, but it does all still
exist online. We know that the government is going to cut all guidance on websites to one
tenth. Meanwhile SEEd has downloaded as much as possible to ensure no loss and created
a special sustainable schools page. We would like to add any member organisation
offering sustainable schools support to this page. SEEd will be in contact with you about
this.

A coalition is working to ensure the sustainability of sustainable schools. We will keep you
informed as this work develops. Meanwhile this is a train in motion and I have no doubt
that this important work will continue.

Sustainable Schools: seven propositions around young people’s motivations,
interests and knowledge

This paper discusses the link between ESD and young people, and particularly brings to
light the importance that should be placed on the promotion of ESD for young people, and
how to do this correctly. The author is Professor William Scott, Professor of Education,
Head of the 'Education and Sustainability' Research Programme and Director of the Centre
for Research in Education and the Environment (CREE) at the University of Bath.

Policy and practice around sustainable schools, and ESD more generally, tends to be
based around largely tacit assumptions about young people’s motivations, interests and
knowledge. In this brief paper professor Scott examines a number of these, and the
implications for the enhancement of the learning we shall all need to do. The seven
propositions are that ...

Young people:

1. come to learning contexts with experience, knowledge, understanding and
concerns.

2. don't learn what teachers teach.

3. are rarely eager to absorb other people’s preoccupations and prejudices.

4. never respond well to pessimism and tales of looming disaster and dread.

5. are not there to cure their parents’ bad habits.

6. rarely judge lessons — and school - in terms of how interesting or relevant the
content is.

7. aren't fully able to develop social and citizenly skills until they can practice these
for real.

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With the recent change of government, we have been busy archiving official resources on
Sustainable Schools, as well as case studies of exemplary sustainable schools practice
from the official websites of the previous government. The following are summaries of
some of these case studies, (sited at ) which we hope will provide
great inspiration at the start of this new school year.

Pupils at Beech Hill Primary School explore connections between nature, music and
mood. Using pictures of natural environments pupils explored and investigated sounds
that reflected the images, using a range of instruments. They suggested sounds and ways
of representing them by improvising melody, repeating single notes or sounds in rhythm,
varying the tempo and repeating simple patterns of notes or sounds. Pupils then
compared the musical structure with the structure of the environment they had looked at.
Images that did not include people were chosen to elicit a discussion on the effects of
people on the environment.

Bluebell Valley Primary School work with willow. Locally grown willow was cut and
brought to the school in bundles. Before planting, staff helped children investigate the
properties of the willow, practicing keeping it upright and comparing its length to their
own height. Parents and staff helped children make holes in the ground to plant the
willow, then, with advice from the local wildlife trust, weaving the willow into different
shapes. The children regularly checked how the willow was establishing itself,
investigating and using the structure as part of their imaginative play.The active
involvement of pupils, parents and community working together to improve the
environment for the future, and the fact that the children were encouraged to take
responsibility, make this an excellent model for SD.

Crispin School demonstrates the cross-curricular potential of ESD. In Mathematics pupils
look at angles of the sun for work on the Sundial project, which is being done in
conjunction with the partner school in Kenya. Modern Foreign Language pupils use
ecological footprint data from Francophone countries. Art undertakes a wide range of
activities, including involvement with a project run by a local development education
centre. The PSHE/citizenship programme promotes waste management and health.
Sustainable development is delivered though assemblies and collapsed days. Assembly
themes include: Rights and responsibilities, involvement, making decisions, World food
day, United Nations day, World children's day, valuing human rights, stewardship and
human diversity.

Farnborough Grange uses ESD as a tool for improving literacy. An Ofsted report had
identified environmental education as strong but language work as weaker, so the school
revised their approach to literacy to address this issue. They extended their existing
Sustainable Development programme and link it to the school's work on the National
Literacy Strategy. SD was adopted as the theme for the school's Book Week with
members of the local community visiting the school to read and talk about their role.
Pupils were encouraged to use different generic literacy activities, such as letter and
report writing and adding captions and 'speech bubbles', to explore the values and
attitudes of characters in stories. They were then encouraged to explain their thought
processes, justify arguments and develop skills of observation, comparison, hypothesis
and deduction.
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At Knowles Hill School, the school drama department took up the theme of transport,
with a play about sustainable travel, performed by GCSE students in assembly. Following
training from Stagecoach, students on a GNVQ course ran a travel shop within the school,
offering local journey planning information. Working with other organisations, and with
support from outside agencies, the group has gradually secured improvements for
different forms of travel. Outside the school, speed tables, wider pavements, dropped
kerbs and subway-refurbishment have all made conditions better for pedestrians, while
double yellow lines restrict parking. Following discussion, a local bus now drops pupils
closer to school, while a fortuitous alteration in train timetables has made rail travel more
convenient. New cycle lockers have been provided, funded largely through an RAC award.
Other cycling improvements planned by the county council include a new toucan crossing
and a shared-use path. As a result, the percentage of children travelling to school by car
decreased by half!

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Resources & Programmes

1. Global Action Plan: Action on Waste, London

Global Action Plan work with schools across London to deliver free student led waste
reduction project, funded by London Councils. Action on Waste supports the school to
reduce their waste, increase recycling and raise environmental awareness in the school
community. There are places available for next academic year in a secondary school in
Bexley and Southwark and two Primary school places in Lewisham.

Action on Waste is a 6-9 month school waste reduction project lead by an action team of
15-20 student volunteers. Our aim is to help set up a robust whole school recycling
scheme and raise awareness to get the whole school community involved. We aren’t about
coming in for one day and then leaving the school to it, we work with the school and offer
support and advice throughout the project to help them reduce their waste to landfill.

We provide educational resources and just ask the school to be enthusiastic and have
committed lead teacher/s. On average, schools achieve a 40% waste reduction where the
school had no recycling and 25% reduction where some recycling is in place. Through
taking part in the project schools can also achieve Bronze and Silver Eco-Schools Status.

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Research & Consultations

1. ESRC/DFID Joint Scheme for Research on International Development
(Poverty Alleviation) Phase 2 - Second call for applications.

The Department for International Development (DFID) and Economic and Social Research
Council (ESRC) are pleased to announce a second call for applications under Phase 2 of
their strategic partnership to provide a joint funding scheme for development research.
The purpose of the scheme is to provide a more robust conceptual and empirical basis for
development, and the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). The
second phase of funding retains the overall ,,poverty alleviation” theme from the first
phase and applications under this broad heading will still be welcome.

However, ESRC and DFID have identified three thematic areas for this call where work will
be of particular interest. These areas are:

e Population and Development;
e Development in a Changing World: the Challenge for Theory, Policy and Action;
e Inequality and Development

Full applications are invited between £100,000 to £500,000 (100% FEC). The scheme is
open to applicants from both UK and non-UK Institutions.

2. Children, Youth and Environment Journal - Call for Abstracts for Special
Issue; ‘Reconceptualising School Design: Children and Youth Environments
for Learning’

Nations around the world are re-examining the idea of school as both a physical place and
as a set of practices related to learning and development. As 'school' broadens its scope in
response to pedagogical developments and is reconstructed in the face of climate change,
conflicts and disasters, the field of school design is challenged to respond with appropriate
processes, spaces and places.

This special issue of 'Children, Youth and Environments' will explore multi-disciplinary
perspectives on school design. At the centre will be the aim to develop understanding of
the relationship between a school's physical environment, the processes undertaken to
create that environment, and a student's learning and self-development. Papers will be
based on real-world research in school or school design settings, with a focus on
participant experience and voice. The issue will reflect an international perspective and will
draw on ideas from theory, research, policy and practice.

Papers will be particularly welcome that focus on: (1) the design, planning and
development of schools in the developing world context; (2) environments of
disadvantage and areas of reconstruction after conflict or disasters; and (3) schools for
children and young people with special needs and/or from marginal communities.

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4. Global Hand Washing Day

The practice of handwashing with soap tops the international hygiene agenda on October
15th, with the celebration of Global Handwashing Day, which will include the chance for
primary schools to win £2500.

Handwashing with soap is among the most effective and inexpensive ways to prevent
diarrhoeal diseases and pneumonia, which together are responsible for the deaths of over
3.5m children under the age of 5 every year. Although people around the world wash their
hands with water, many do not wash their hands with soap at critical moments, including
after going to the toilet and before eating food. The challenge is to transform handwashing
with soap into an automatic behaviour.

Global Handwashing Day is the centrepiece of a week of activities that aim to mobilise
millions of people to wash their hands with soap. This simple activity can prevent the
spread of infection and keep children in school. The Day aims to motivate children to
embrace and share proper handwashing practices and to take on the role of handwashing
ambassadors.

Educational settings provide an ideal environment in which to communicate about the
importance of personal hygiene, enabling pupils to act as agents of change by sharing the
handwashing lessons learned at school with their friends and families.

A range of activities will be taking place in the UK for Global Handwashing Day 2010,
including a primary school art competition (with £2500 prize money for the winning
school) and a student survey.

Individual schools can also participate by organising their own handwashing-related
activities, including games, lessons and assemblies. To help with this, Global Handwashing
Day UK partners have compiled a variety of resources for use in schools, providing
guidelines, ideas and inspiration, not only for Global Handwashing Day, but for hygiene
promotion throughout the year. And please remember to use eco-friendly soaps!

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Awards, Funding & Freebies

1. British Gas to give £15 million of free Solar Panels to Schools

British Gas will donate and install solar panels — worth between £20,000 and £40,000 per
school - in up to 750 schools. Each school will be able to generate its own free, green
electricity, cutting as much as 20% off its annual electricity bill.

The energy produced by the panels is anticipated to create around £1.3m per year for the
next 25 years. This will be reinvested in installing solar panels on yet more schools. This
means that, in the next five years alone, British Gas could install free solar panels on a
total of 1,100 schools.

The panels will also help the selected schools to meet their carbon reduction targets,
reducing emissions by up to 1,400 tonnes per year, equivalent to taking almost 400 cars
off the road.

The schools receiving solar panels will receive a British Gas smart meter, offering real time
information so pupils can see the difference their solar panels are making. Specially
created Generation Green lesson plans will help teachers engage their pupils in learning
about renewable energy, and schools will be able to track their performance against
others and share tips and advice via a specially designed website.

All schools in the UK can register for an application form at www.generationgreen.co.uk.
British Gas has already earmarked half of the total investment to ensure that schools in
low income areas benefit from the initiative, and intends to deliver the technology to these
schools in conjunction with the Government’s Community Energy Saving Programme
(CESP).
